The works are of the highest caliber, share the College’s charism and purpose, and demonstrate a Traditional Christian point of view. 
The works can be of any genre such as thesis, position papers, articles, plays, poetry, and short stories. The may be on Traditional Christian Religion, Philosophy, Social Sciences, History, Worship etc. 

They may not be on politics, war, controversial social issues, or negative commentary.
